On your way into the Basilica today you 
passed several noteworthy elements of the 
history of St. Paul’s Parish. 
 

THE PIETA 
The Pieta on the front lawn was erected in 
1933 as a memorial to Bishop Michael 
Power and hundreds of parishioners who 
died during the Typhus epidemic of 1847. 
 

 

THE SOLDIERS MEMORIAL 
On Saturday afternoon June 18, 

1921 his Grace Archbishop McNeil 
unveiled and solemnly blessed a 
monument and tablet in memory of the 
men of St. Paul’s Church who gave up 
their lives in World War I (1914-1918). 

The angel typifies the spirit of the 
resurrection, ethereally chiselled in white 
marble.  The figure holds aloft the cross 
the heroes so readily assumed, and with 
the other hand holds the wreath of 
Laurels which they won. 
 

THE STATUE OF ST. PAUL 
The statue was placed above the 

centre door in 1899. 
 

THE GRAVE OF 
BISHOP O’MAHONY 

Beside the front steps is the grave of 
Bishop Thomas Timothy O’Mahony who 
was responsible for the construction of 
St. Paul’s.
