A Chorus of Praise!

It was wonderful last Sunday to see so
many people showing their love of God
and their love of our parish community.
In my 11 months here, it was my first
opportunity to take in the joy of seeing
people working together in such a
dramatic way. Before the anniversary
celebration I had fussed over the tone of
the event. Were we going to make it a
large public event with public officials?
We explored that a bit and it certainly
would normally have been the right
thing to do. As time went on, however,
I became more convinced that it was
important for this event to be for us.
We are coming out of the pandemic and
connecting and reconnecting with one
another and just beginning to envision
our life together in the months and years
ahead.
