The Holy Family: Jesus, Mary and

Joseph

This Sunday, one day after Christmas, we celebrate the
feast of the Holy Family: Joseph, Mary and Jesus. Being
the Holy Family does not mean that they have no worries
or problems.

It is not easy especially when
parents themselves are so busy and children are so
independent nowadays

Yet, without the religious dimension of the family life,
then it is almost impossible to have family values. But if
there is to be any family love, warmth and unity, then God
must be in the center of the family.

Our reflection is: what does our family look like? What
should we do to make our family like the Holy Family?
