The Eyes of Faith 
 

When we read this Sunday’s Gospel, we find 
Jesus saying that those who are poor, hungry, 
weeping and hated are blessed. At the same 
time, Jesus also said that woe will come to those 
who are rich, full, laughing and praised. With this 
statement, some of us start wondering: “Does 
He have something against riches and wealth?” 

We need to read it with the eyes of faith, then 
we can see that Jesus is teaching a truth of life 
here. He is not just challenging the ways and 
values of the world. He is also showing how God 
blesses His people. God’s blessings come down 
on those who are poor, hungry, weeping and 
who are hated. God is there for them and will 
bless them because God knows that they have 
no one to turn to and nothing else to rely on. 
Whereas for those who are rich, full, laughing 
and praised, they are so wealthy, there is no 
more hunger in them, and everything seems 
easy and smooth.  

So, what Jesus said in the Gospel today 
makes us look at the adversities and difficulties 
of life with the eyes of faith. It is in the 
adversities and difficulties that God is going to 
rain down His blessings abundantly, as long as 
we put our faith to Him. 

Our reflection is: do we have the eyes of faith 
to see God’s blessings when our adversities and 
difficulties of life happen? Why? What should we 
do to make this Gospel’s message work in our 
journey of life nowadays?

Lives of the Saints 
Seven Holy Orders of the Servite Order –  
feast day February 17 
 

One of the earliest orders of mendicants – 
religious communities who rely solely on charity 
for support – The Order of Servites was founded 
in 1240. Between 1225 and 1227, seven young 
men from the city of Florence joined the 
Confraternity of the Blessed Virgin, whose 
members were popularly known as the Praisers. 
Inspired by visions of Our Lady, they decided to 
dedicate themselves to lives of prayer and 
service.  
 In time, they attracted so many visitors that 
they decided to withdraw to a deserted 
mountain, where they built a church and 
hermitage, living a life of extreme austerity. Their 
bishop prevailed upon them to adopt a rule and 
accept recruites. This was followed by another 
vision of Our Lady on April 13, 1240, and a 
change of name to Servants of Mary, or 
Servites. The new order grew quickly. One of 
the early recruits was Peregrine Laziosi, now 
patron saint of persons with serious illnesses. Of 
the original seven, all but one became priests. 
Only the lay brother, who lived to be 110, saw 
the order fully recognized in 1304.
