The Kingdom of Heaven  
This Sunday, in the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus 

asks His disciples to proclaim the Good News by 
stating, “The Kingdom of heaven has come near.”  
Yet, what is the Kingdom of heaven? 

For us, this Kingdom may not mean very much. 
For the Jewish people at the time of Jesus, it 
probably meant that the Messiah had come and a 
lot of them would have hoped for freedom from the 
Romans and the liberty to live their faith without 
interference from others. For some, this Kingdom 
might have meant a re-establishment of the 
previous Kingdom of Israel. 

Jesus was trying to tell the people that the 
Kingdom He was talking about is the presence of 
God in the world. The Kingdom is truly present in 
you and in me when we are following God and 
trying to be faithful to God’s word. When we join 
with others who are also faithful to the Word of 
God, the Kingdom becomes present within the 
believing community. 

So, when Jesus sees the crowds of people that 
want to follow God, He tells them that the harvest is 
abundant. What about our own times? Are people 
looking for God? Are we looking for God?  

 That is the challenge. That is the invitation. God 
invites us to seek the Kingdom in our world today. 
And as we seek, we discover that the Kingdom of 
God is right here in our midst.  

Let us pray this Sunday for a deeper awareness 
of God’s divine presence in our personal lives and 
in the life of our Christian communities. Let us ask 
the Holy Spirit to give us the ability to recognize 
God's presence in our world. 

Our reflection is: What can we do to proclaim 
the Kingdom of Heaven in our modern and 
skeptical society?
