The Mystery of Death and Life

Holy Week is near and we are about to celebrate the
great mystery of Jesus’ death and resurrection. The
Lord will die and rise again, renewing all things in Him.
New life rises from someone who is willing to give up
his old life. Jesus says that a grain of wheat must fall to
the ground and die in order to produce fruit. Bakers
know that grains of wheat must be ground up, mixed
with other ingredients, kneaded for some time and then
baked in a hot oven to become a loaf of bread. Thus,
the Son of Man will be delivered into the hands of His
enemies. He will be beaten, crucified and killed, but
from this apparent defeat, will rise again generating
eternal life for all humanity.

This is actually the dynamics of our human lives.
Our existence is a continuous experience of death and
life. Every day we are called to be emptied of our old
self and rise up as new men and women. Lent invites
us to die to our selfishness, anger, impatience and lack
of love in order to produce solidarity, kindness and love.
If our hearts are filled with resentments, bad feelings
and behaviors, we will not have much room for God’s
presence.

In the Gospel, Jesus tells two of His apostles that
He is troubled. The Ruler of the world is about to be
driven out. This difficult moment is necessary for there
cannot be victory without sacrifice. Though, this time of
trial is demanding and intense, it is also transitory and
will be overcome by a great joy. So Jesus is determined
to carry out the will of the Father who promises to
glorify Him again. Sometimes we do not have this same
confidence in God. We hold onto our attachments and
close our hearts. Because we are afraid of losing we
become spiritually paralyzed. Today's Gospel
challenges us to open our mind and hearts to change.
Do not be afraid of leaving the comfort zone of your
beliefs. Let life and its newness surprise you!
