This Sunday is the first Sunday of Lent, and in 
the Gospel we hear that Jesus fasted and 
prayed and at the same time He was being 
tempted by the devil.

Updates to the WorshipSafe Protocols 
Taking Effect on Tuesday, March 1, 
2022 
 

 All capacity limits, including physical 
distancing requirements, are removed from 
churches and parish halls.

 Holy Communion on the tongue can resume, 
but those receiving Holy Communion on the 
tongue should ideally be at the end of the 
Communion line. 

 The Sign of Peace is still discouraged at this 
time; a bow or wave should be used as an 
alternative. 

 Holy water fonts can be refilled. Prayer books 
and hymn books can return to the church. 

 Reporting of rapid test results for volunteers is 
suspended.  

 Baptisms can return to pre-pandemic 
practices. 

 Confessionals can reopen although both 
parties must be masked. 

 Meetings in the parish hall may resume for 
groups – mask use is required. 

 Contact tracing and Mass registration are no 
longer required. Parishioners who are sick 
should stay home.
