We are all stewards of God’s gifts. He chooses to 
trust in us as partners of His work of salvation. God 
is perfect and could do it Himself but He chooses to 
count on us with all our imperfections. He has given 
us all the abilities we need to work for the building of 
His Kingdom. So do not be afraid! Come and help 
the Church be a sign of God’s peace and justice to 
everyone. Together we can do much more!
