Prayer Without Judgment

Every Christian faces the temptation of
superiority. As we try our best to follow God’s
commandments, sometimes we are tempted to
compare ourselves with others who may not be as
faithful as we judge we are. Judgment arises when
we think that we are right and others wrong; we are
holy and others sinful. However, true faith is revealed
by a sincere humbleness. We are aware of our
weakness and ongoing process of conversion. Thus,
we are compassionate with those who have sinned
but seek the mercy of God with the same sincerity.

The parable is clear, Jesus criticizes the Pharisee
who was proud of his righteousness but despised the
humiliated tax collector. He judged himself holier
than the ashamed sinner in the back of the temple.
He stood and thanked the Lord for being better than
the rest of humanity. He considered himself worthy
of God'’s favour for he fasts and pays tithes. In a
hidden corner of the temple, the tax collector prayed
as well. He would not raise his head for he was
conscious of his sinfulness. Though he was
condemned by society, he pleaded for God’s mercy
and forgiveness. His humbleness touched the heart
of God.

We all share the same condition of people
wounded by sin. The good news is that Christ has
come to save us all no matter what we have done.
Everyone is freely embraced by the mercy of God,
especially those who come to him with humbleness
and humility. Prayer is intended to help us welcome
God’s abundant love and let this love overflow
towards everyone. There is always room in the
Church for a repented person who approaches
Jesus and asks for pardon. They should not be
judged but welcome. Pope Francis wants the Church
to be as a Field Hospital where wounded people
come for healing and are not condemned.
