Rejoice

Jesus, in this Sunday’s Gospel, gives us three parables in
response to the Pharisees and the Scribes who criticized Him for
welcoming sinners and eating with them. And they are: a sheep
gets lost, a coin is mislaid, and a son leaves home. Yet the main
theme is to rejoice. Jesus rejoices at the repentance of a sinner
more than remembering the sin. Not just because he has said
sorry, but because his turning to God makes God happy. He
seems to want to give the best of Himself — His mercy.

Receiving and opening to mercy is our destiny. We are at our
best in receiving the mercy of God and the forgiveness of
another. We belong to the community of mercy. The sheep
belonged in the sheepfold and is now back, a happy sheep on
the shoulders of Jesus. The coin belonged on the crown a lady
wore — her dowry — and the coin was back where it belonged.
The shepherd and the lady were rejoicing, not giving out to the
sheep nor giving out about the coin. The younger son belonged
to the beautiful family: the father and the elder son, and now he
was back where he belonged. They were rejoicing again. With
the mercy of God, we are back where we belong - in the love of
God. We rejoice in this and God rejoices in our happiness with
Him.

So, if we can be grateful for mercy in our lives, then we will
rejoice for mercy shown to others. Mercy heals desires for
revenge and lessening anger. Then we are sharing in the joy of
Jesus. Remember a time in our life when we felt the mercy of
God or the forgiveness and understanding of another. Be
grateful!

Our reflection is: do we want to turn back to God? What
causes us to have a difficulty to turn back to God? Can we bring
mercy and forgiveness to someone that hurt us or doesn't like
us?
