RCIA AND BREAKING OPEN THE WORD

As our RCIA catechumens begin the next period in their
Christian formation, they will be dismissed at the 9am Mass
every Sunday until their baptism at the Easter Vigil. During
this time they will gather to break open God’s word and grow
in love and knowledge of God through the scriptures. Since
they cannot yet join us at the Eucharistic table, they will be fed
by God’s word.
