Advent reminds us of the three comings of the Lord — the coming in 
history over 2000 years ago; the coming in glory at the end of time 
when God’s dream for humankind will be realized; the coming in 
mystery in the happenings of daily life.

Patient waiting is required from the mother to bring the child 
to birth, and then from babyhood to adulthood; the teacher requires it 
with the slow learner; the politician requires it not to give up on the 
peace process, and everybody requires it to build loving relationships. 
We wait not mournfully, but in joyful hope for the coming of our 
Saviour Jesus Christ.
