Allora è chiaro il senso del perdono dell’altro; non il fare 
qualche cosa di particolarmente eroico, ma il rendersi conto di 
quello che noi siamo, il rendersi conto che noi siamo dei graziati, 
dei perdonati, e da tali vivere. Il che vuol poi dire anche un’altra 
cosa: la capacità di perdonare non è una questione di forza di 
volontà o di memoria che dimentica facilmente, anche se tutte 
queste cose possono verificarsi; ma la capacità di perdono nasce 
dall’interpretare la propria vita come perdono ricevuto. Se uno 
riesce a capire esistenzialmente che la propria vita viene da un 
dono, anzi da un perdono di Dio, allora impara a perdonare, e se 
tu non riesci a perdonare, ci devi mettere certamente tutta la tua 
forza di volontà, ma devi soprattutto stare davanti al Signore con 
la povertà del tuo perdono, dicendo al Signore: non sono capace 
di perdonare, ma nello stesso tempo lasciando a lui la capacità di 
farti capire il perdono infinito che hai ricevuto, che ogni giorno 
ricevi. Bisogna che arriviamo a capire che viviamo del perdono di 
Dio, e quanto più questa convinzione di fede diventa viva, tanto 
più diventa efficace e tanto più ci rende capaci di perdonare al 
fratello (L. Monari, Gesù edifica la sua comunità p. 63).
