Did you know.....
That the present Church of St. Mary Immaculate is
the 34 Church and the 27 one on the present site.
The present Church is also dedicated to the memory
of Pastor Father Frederick McGinn, who was the
driving force, and instrumental in getting the Church
built. The present Church, was built due to the fact,
that there was a large increase in the numbers of
Catholics and the 2"d Church became too small to
accommodate them all. Fr. McGinn did not live to
see the present Church built as he went to his
Heavenly reward on July 28t. 1964. The Church
was dedicated and Blessed on July 28, 1968,
exactly 4 years later. There is a plaque on the front
wall outside facing Yonge/Dunlop Streets that has
the inscription of the dedication of this Church to Fr.
McGinn.
