Did you know.....

That Fr. Lewis Griffa, one of the priests to serve St.
Mary Immaculate, was born January 2nd, 1818 in
Carignano, Sardinia, Italy. His early education was
in St. Chiara, Italy. Little is known of the later
education, but he studied in the seminary of
Torino, Italy. He was ordained to the Diaconate on
April 14th, 1833, and to the Priesthood on
September 19th, 1840 at Turin, Italy. He had
several different appointments in Italy, before
leaving on July 22nd, 1843 for Madras, India. He
stayed there for a period of 15 years, from 1843 -
1858, before leaving for Canada. His first
appointment was to St. Luke’s Parish in Thornhill,
which he served from June 13th to March 21,

1860. During that time, he established the
Thornhill Separate School. He spent a brief time
in 1860 at St. Michaels Cathedral, St. Pauls’




Basilica, and St. Vincent de Paul Parish, Niagara-on-the-
Lake, before going to the Archdiocese of London, in
September of 1861. Again, he served in different
Parishes before going to Albany, NY in April of 1865. He
served in different Parishes, until he died on June 10th.
1891 in Chatham, NY.
