THE SACRED LITURGY THIS WEEK

Tuesday, Sept. 23, St. Pio of Pietrelcina,
Priest. Padre Pio was born Francesco Forgione in
Pietrelcina, Italy on May 25, 1887. At a very young
age, he dedicated his life to God. He was ordained in
the year 1910 and lived most of his life as a Capuchin
friar in San Giovanni Rotondo. He became famous for
his piety and for the visible wounds of Christ on his
body. He died in 1968.

Friday, Sept. 26, St. Jean de Brebeuf, St. Isaac
Jogues, Priests & Companions, Martyrs. St. Isaac
Jogues & Companions were the first North American
martyrs officially recognized by the Church. They
suffered greatly for the Church & the Faith in the 1600’s.

Saturday, Sept. 27th, St. Vincent de Paul, Priest. St.
Vincent de Paul was born in France in 1581. After
ordination to the priesthood, he served in a parish in
Paris. Moved by the plight of the poor, he founded the
Congregation of the Mission to supervise the
formation of priests & to give support to the poor.
With St. Louise de Marillac, he founded the congergation
of the Daughters of Charity. He died in 1661.
