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RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION

Over the past few months we have had parishioners
inquiring if there is a specific manner in which to receive
Holy Communion. As you can appreciate questions like
this are good for all of us to stop and think about... For the
next three weeks we will put in a few reminders as you
come forward to receive Holy Communion.

Week One:

Coming forward in Procession to receive the Eucharist.

The Church thoroughly understands the Communion
Procession. In fact every procession in our Liturgy is a sign
of the Pilgrim Church, the body of those who believe in
Christ as being on their way to the Heavenly Jerusalem.
When we move in procession to receive the Body of Christ
in Communion, we are a sign, a symbol of the pilgrim
Church *on the way”. Each time we move forward together
to receive the Body and Blood of the Lord, we join the
countless ranks of all the baptized who have gone before us,
our loved ones, the canonized and uncanonized saints down
through the ages, who at their time in history formed a part
of this mighty stream of believers. For some parishioners
the singing of a hymn at Communion is perceived as an
intrusion on their own prayer, their private thanksgiving after
Communion. In fact, this hymn is prayer, the corporate
thanksgiving prayer of the members of Christ’s Body, united
with one another. When we come together to participate in
the Eucharistic celebration we come, not as individuals, but
as united members of Christ’s Body.
