IN THE DIOCESE

SACRAMENT OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK
Today’s Gospel deals with the subject of illness and healing. The
healing that Jesus performs on the man with leprosy shows that
Jesus has come into the world to restore health and bring people
back to God. Because leprosy was such a dreadful skin disease,
the leper’s bold approach to Jesus found in today’s Gospel and
Jesus’ loving response are all the more meaningful. Jesus is
moved with compassion by the sight of the man. Jesus acts, and
the man is completely cured.

Jesus showed compassion for those who were sick and exhorted
them to believe in the goodness and healing power of the Most
High. While He did not heal everyone, His miracles signified the
coming kingdom and announced a much more radical mending—
God’s victory over sin and death through the paschal mystery
(CCC 1505). The Church continues the healing mission of the
Risen Lord by taking care of those who are ill, by praying for
them, and by celebrating the Sacrament of the Anointing of the
Sick (CCC 1509).

How is this Sacrament celebrated? The Word of God is
proclaimed from Sacred Scripture. Then a laying on of hands in
silence by either a priest or bishop occurs, followed by the
offering of the prayer of faith. Then the person who is sick is
anointed with holy oil by the priest or bishop. The anointing can
be made on the forehead and on the palms of the hands. If
necessary, it can be done only on the forehead or, given the
condition of the person who is sick, on any other suitable part of
the body (PCS 23). The Sacrament can be celebrated in a private
home, in the hospital, in a nursing facility, or in a church. Families
and parishioners are encouraged to be present to offer the
comfort and support of the whole community (CCC 1516).
