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This is the time of year when many are preparing to complete their Sacraments of 
Initiation. The Sacraments of Initiation launch us into a lifelong journey of discipleship 
and service. What are some of the benefits and responsibilities of a fully initiated 
Catholic? 
    

In Baptism, all of our prior sins are forgiven. We are made a new creation as an 
adopted son/daughter of God. The Most Holy Trinity dwells within us. We receive 
power to live and act under the prompting of the Holy Spirit. It enables us to grow in 
goodness through the moral virtues.

It nourishes us 
spiritually as food nourishes the body. Eucharist cleanses us from venial sins and 
preserves us from future venial and mortal sins. It strengthens our charity. It enables us 
to break our disordered attachments. It helps us to progress in friendship with Jesus. It 
also unites us to each other and commits us to the poor.

Further Reflection 
from the Catechism: 
CCC: 1820–1821, 2016 
CCCC: 387, 540, 543 
YOUCAT: 308, 342 
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This is the time of year when many are preparing to complete their Sacraments of 
Initiation. The Sacraments of Initiation launch us into a lifelong journey of discipleship 
and service. What are some of the benefits and responsibilities of a fully initiated 
Catholic? 
    

In Baptism, all of our prior sins are forgiven. We are made a new creation as an 
adopted son/daughter of God. The Most Holy Trinity dwells within us. We receive 
power to live and act under the prompting of the Holy Spirit. It enables us to grow in 
goodness through the moral virtues. We become members of the Body of Christ and 
are incorporated into His Church. 
    

The Sacrament of Confirmation brings an increase and deepening of Baptismal 
grace, uniting us more firmly to Christ. It increases the gift of the Holy Spirit in us. It 
renders our bond with the Church more perfect. It gives us a special strength of the 
Holy Spirit to spread and defend the faith by word and action as true witnesses of 
Christ, to confess the name of Christ, boldly, and never to be ashamed of the Cross. 
    

Devout, regular participation in Holy Eucharist fosters intimate union with Jesus. It 
preserves, increases, and renews the life of grace received at Baptism. It nourishes us 
spiritually as food nourishes the body. Eucharist cleanses us from venial sins and 
preserves us from future venial and mortal sins. It strengthens our charity. It enables us 
to break our disordered attachments. It helps us to progress in friendship with Jesus. It 
also unites us to each other and commits us to the poor. 
       

    

A Catholic's Responsibilities Include (where possible): 
- To pray daily and to grow in my relationship with the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
- To participate in Mass every Sunday and all holy days of obligation. 
- To ask God what His will is for my life and to “Do whatever He tells me.” 
- To receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation at least yearly, especially at Easter. 
- To receive Jesus in the Eucharist at least once a year, especially at Easter. 
- If I am called to marriage, to be married in the Church and to raise my children 
Catholic, teaching them the faith, and raising them as disciples of Jesus Christ. 
- To support the needs of the Church through my talent, time, treasure, and prayers. 
- To be a witness of Christ in my thoughts,  words, and deeds to my family, friends, 
classmates, coworkers, strangers, and to all I meet. 
- To teach others about Jesus and help others to be disciples of Jesus. 
- To assist those who are in most need in my daily life and in my community. 
- To pray Scripture and the teaching of the Church in order to make my decisions 
about my life and to promote the common good of society that reflect the life and 
teachings of Jesus as expressed by the Catholic Church. 
- Abstain from meat on Fridays of Lent & fast on Ash Wednesday & Good Friday. 
- Abstain from meat or perform another penance or prayer on all Fridays of the year.
