PRIESTS PENSION COLLECTION — 1 NOVEMBER

Effective 1 July 2014, due to your generosity, the
diocese was able to increase the monthly pension from
$750. to $800.

Considering the current cost of rent, cable, telephone,
internet, food, automobile expenses, clothing, entertain-
