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Pastor’s Desk

On the day of the Dedication of our church, the Archbishop will slather the altar table
with a mixture of olive oil and perfume called Chrism. It is from the same oil that was
blessed at the Chrism Mass this year at the Cathedral, when all the priests and bishops of
this Archdiocese were gathered to renew their priestly promises. The same oil that is
used at the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Sacred Ordination. After the altar
has been consecrated, it will be robed in fine linen and candles will also be lit around it.

On the day of our baptism, we were washed with water, anointed with oil, robed in fine
linen, and entrusted with a candle that is lit from the Easter Candle — made into
Christians, other Christs.

As we enter into this church, it is appropriate to bow or genuflect before we proceed into
the pew. We bow or genuflect again before we depart. The priests and the deacons and
perhaps on some occasions all of us — kiss the altar, embracing it in love, because this
altar symbolizes for us Christ in our midst, the centre of our life.
