After 46 days since the time 
w e c e l e b r a t e d A s h 
Wednesday, Easter has finally 
arrived.  Easter is the mother 
of all Christian feast, but it has 
never captured our hearts the 
way Christmas does.  Partly 
because resurrection has to 
d o w i t h d e a t h , w h i l e 
Christmas is about birth.  
Death is always associated 
with pain and suffering, grief and loss.  Birth, however, is about new 
life, bundle of joy, and hope for the future.  But, it is most likely 
because we do not fully grasp the mystery of the resurrection.

Resurrection is definitely not a resuscitation, coming back to the 
same old life.  Resurrection is a new presence to life.  If Jesus did 
not rise from the dead, he would have been merely a historical 
figure.  But, because he is resurrected, he can be truly present to 
us.  He is present when we pray.  He is present in the Eucharist.  He 
is present when we think about him.  Not only that, his resurrection 
has opened new vistas for us.  There was a time when people 
believed that the earth was flat.  They thought that if they sail way 
too far  their boat will just fall off the edge.  But, when Christopher 
Columbus passed the falling-off point and kept going, a whole new 
world came into view.  Life was dramatically enlarged.  Man’s 
greatest fears were overcome.  New possibilities came to the fore.  
The resurrection can do the same for us.

We fear death, and so we cling crazily to our present existence.  
There is so much mystery surrounding it that we prefer the old, 
familiar way of life.  Just as it is easier for us to remain depressed or 
anxious, no matter how painful than to straighten up  or settle down.  
Just as it is easier to be trapped in a job  or situation or vice than to 
break free.  Just as it is easier to be victims than to take 
responsibility for our selves, for others,  or for the world.  Because of 
the Resurrection, death is never the end.  It is never the final word.  
We eagerly expect our own resurrection.  A saint once compared 
our present life to a book.  When likened to a book, he said, our 
present life is merely the introduction; the chapters have not yet 
been written.  They will only be written in heaven.  If our present life 
is so good, exciting, full of life, the possibility of life after this life 
offers tremendous possibilities.  

We will not fall off the edge when we die, Christ has sailed over the 
edge of life for us with His resurrection.  Even if we fall off, we fall up 
into heaven.  Therese of Lisieux and Josephine Bakhita understood 
this very well.  At the end of their journey, they both expressed the 
same sentiment: “if God wills it, I wish to spend my eternity praying 
for you...courage....I pray for you.”
