“I was a rebel,” the now 22-year-old said, adding he often 
broke the cardinal rule at the Silent Voice Sign Language 
Summer Camp by speaking rather than signing. “Looking 
back, it was disrespectful.” It wasn’t until Tyler was too old 
to attend the day camp for deaf children that he realized 
what he’d learned at Silent Voice was a priceless gift.He 
began to understand his language skill was in high demand 
and that becoming an interpreter was a career he wanted to 
pursue.
