In the year 2005, on the vigil of the Solemnity of the Holy Apostles Peter and 
Paul, Pope Benedict XVI authorized the publication of the Compendium of 
the Catechism of the Catholic Church.

Friends of St. Peter

In the beginning of November of 2008, our parish was able to secure the use of 
St. Peter’s Mission Church on the Ninth Line after almost eight years of 
closure.

After advising our bishop in the 
Western Pastoral Region, he recommended that we should present to him a 
master plan, which he would present to the Archdiocesan Episcopal Board for 
consideration.  In it, would be the place of St. Peter’s Mission Church vis-a-vis 
when we have built on own church on Thomas Street.
