NINETEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

These are real human moments we share.

God calls us out of ourselves in these moments:
“Take heart, it is I; do not be afraid.” He knows
that we fear. But He asks that we don't let fear
stand in our way of getting to Him. To follow a
radical, we must adopt a radical attitude and jump
in with both feet. During these moments of pain
and uncertainty, God encourages us to surrender,
turn to Him, make running leap toward Him. When
we hear “surrender,” we often think of giving up.
We may think it's a synonym for oppression or
submission; that suddenly letting go might
compromise what we really want.

Like Peter, we all resemble children who do not
know how to swim. We don't trust our Father to
catch us if we drown. Whenever life presents
uncertain or daunting situations, imagine Christ at
the other end of the water with a knowing smile
on His face. Throwing yourself into the arms of
the one who wants the best for you is ultimately
liberating. Jesus compels us to make a choice.
When you leap, remember that boldness is
rewarded.
