No doubt today’s Gospel reading is a

familiar story. Though we usually meld it together

with the birth of Christ as part of the nativity, the

wise men don’t actually show up until Epiphany,

the 12th day of Christmas. The season of Christmas

lasts from Christmas to the Feast of the Baptism

of the Lord. (In some communities, it’s observed

until Candlemas, also known as the Feast of the

Presentation.)

As we continue through the Christmas

season, it’s important to consider how we are

invited to share the joy of the nativity throughout

the entire Christmas season.
