St. Ann’s Resettlement Committee’s

Our Syrian family of four, two parents, a boy 13 and a
girl 10, are expected to arrive in Toronto this winter and
we need your help to prepare for their arrival.

1) Housing: Our family will need somewhere to live
when they arrive. We are looking for a
permanent residence but will consider a
temporary home initially. With Toronto’s
vacancy rate at 1.5% and high rents, finding
suitable accommodation is proving to be
challenging. If you or anyone you knows can
assist this family in renting suitable lodgings
please contact us as soon as possible.

2) In-Kind Donations: After fleeing war and living
in Lebanon where employment is uncertain at
best, our family will be arriving from Beirut
without the essentials necessary to make a
home. They will be in need of furniture,
household goods, clothing, and various sundry
items (such as cleaning supplies, pantry
supplies and toiletries). If you have any items
you can donate we would be happy to store
them until our family arrives.

3) Cash Donations: Our family, like anyone making
a major move will no doubt face unexpected
expenses. Any amount you can spare would be
greatly appreciated.
