Reflections from Letter of Pope Francis: Laudato Si
We are made to believe that we can use the earth’s resources for the good of humanity and the economy; not
mentioning the sustaining importance of the cycle of life, giving to the interconnectedness of everything.
Caring for the Earth is caring for the poor and vulnerable, “the human environment and the natural environment
deteriorate together; we cannot adequately combat environmental degradation unless we attend to causes related
to human and social degradation. In fact, the deterioration of the environment and of society affects the most
vulnerable people on the planet: ‘Both everyday experience and scientific research show that the gravest effects
of all attacks on the environment are suffered by the poorest’.” (Laudato Si’ #48) Utmost care for the migrants
and refugees, for the indigenous communities, and for all those affected by tragedies and disasters is of paramount
importance.
e Caring for the Earth is embracing the interconnectedness of everything. (Laudato Si#16)
e “Our relationship with the environment can never be isolated from our relationship with others and with
God.” (Laudato Si’ #119)
e “Because all creatures are connected, each must be cherished with love and respect for all of us as living
creatures are dependent on one another.”
