What Faith Can Do

Faith in God does not promise us a pain- free life. Some people
think that if you have enough faith, then everything should go
smoothly for you. But this is not so. The fact that we can swim
doesn’t prevent us from being knocked about by the waves. In
today’s Gospel Reading, Jesus asks us to believe without seeing
and be blessed in doing that.

Remember that God is always at work, but sometimes He’s
working behind the scenes until the right time to reveal His
answers to your prayers. Faith in God enables us to live in a
challenging, topsy-turvey world without giving in to despair and
frustration.

None of us can go through life without confronting the
unexpected challenges of life. Faith in such times helps us to
follow God’s lead. It was faith that kept the apostles together
after the death and resurrection of Jesus. It was faith that made
Thomas proclaim “My Lord and My God” even after he strayed
and doubted. Faith will keep us together in times of adversity and
faith will bring us back to Christ even after we have strayed and
doubted.
