But we are not the
only ones he longs to guide and protect. The reading from Acts insists on the
universality of salvation. We who experience God’s love should lead others to
him. The vision described in Revelation shows innumerable people worship-
ping God in paradise. They have been washed clean in the blood of the sacri-
ficed Lamb, who is at the same time their shepherd. With him their joy will last
eternally.
