Sirach 3:2-14; Ps. 128; Colossians 3:12-21; Matthew 2:1—23
When I consider the plight of all refugees and migrant peoples, I cannot help but think of how even the Holy
Family of Nazareth experienced initial rejection: Mary "gave birth to her firstborn son, and wrapped him in swad-
dling cloths, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the inn" (Lk 2:7).
Jesus, Mary and Joseph knew what it meant to leave their own country and become migrants: threatened by
Herod’s lust for power, they were forced to take flight and seek refuge in Egypt (cf. Mt 2:13-14). But the maternal
heart of Mary and the compassionate heart of Joseph, the Protector of the Holy Family, never doubted that God
would always be with them. Through their intercession, may that same firm certainty dwell in the heart of every
migrant and refugee.
