He thinks that it’s Eli,
the priest in the temple. In the gospel passage, John the Baptist
indeed recognizes Jesus, and points him out to two of his disci-
ples. They are curious about Jesus, so they go stay with him for
a while, and then Andrew goes to get his brother Simon Peter.

I find it hard at times to sort out God’s call in my daily life.
There are so many competing voices. | think that is one reason
that the Church requires all priests to have an annual retreat, so
as to help hear that call. | feel privileged to be a part of a group
of priests who meet every year for retreat, a time of prayer, re-
newal, and fellowship.
