It remains the preference of the Church to celebrate the Funeral Rites 
in the presence of the body of the deceased, which the Church 
considers to be sacred, having been baptized, having been a temple of 
the Holy Spirit and having shared in the Eucharistic banquet. 
Traditionally, the rites include the Vigil for the Deceased, the Funeral 
Mass or Liturgy, concluding with the Rite of Commendation, and finally 
the Rite of Committal, when the body of the deceased is reverently 
buried in a grave or entombed in a mausoleum. Furthermore, the 
Church prefers that if cremation is chosen as a means of disposition, 
this takes place following the Funeral Mass or Liturgy.
