“Born May 3, 1632, in Saint-Sauveur-le-Vicomte,
lower Normandy near Cherbourg, diocese of
Coutances, Catherine de Longpré entered the
Monastery of the Hospitalieres de Bayeux on
October 7, 1644. On October 24, 1644, she took the
veil and thereafter was known as Marie-Catherine de
Saint-Augustine.

Bound for Nouvelle-France with Sister Anne Leriche
de P'Assomption, from Dieppe and Sister Jean-
Thomas de Sainte-Agnes, from Vannes, she took
her final vows in Nantes on May 4, 1648. The
following August 19, after an arduous three-month
crossing, she finally reached her “tiny paradise of
Kébec”. She was 16 Years of age.

Her life on Canadian soil — only 20 years in all was
devoted entirely to commendable works. The words
of the Psalmist describe her well: “Her days were full,
devoted to the strict practice of obedience and thus
to the will of God".

Catherine de Saint-Augustine died on May 8, 1668,
at the age of 36.

When the monastery of the Ursulines was destroyed
by fire furing the night of December 30, 1650,
Blessed Mother Marie de I'lncarnation was already
acquainted with Mother Catherine de Saint-
Augustine. A few years later she wrote to her son to
tell him that the saintly nun had died: “Our Lord did
her many great favours, visiting her often; above all,
He helped her to vanquish the evil spirits which
tormented her in strange ways until her death...
There are many tales kept secret for a time and
which, it is said, would fill a book; these are
extraordinary things of which | shall say nothing; but |
will talk to you freely of her virtues which mean more
to me than miracles and prodigies”.

Blessed Marie de I'lncarnation went on to enumerate
Mother Catherine’s outstanding virtues, stating
further: “My own dear son, these virtues are greater
than miracles. Indeed, their excellence is such that,
when she died, no member of the community knew
that she was an extraordinary being, not even her
Superior; only My Lord Bishop and her Spiritual
Director had that knowledge”.
