A Guide to St. Padre Pio Church 
THE AMBO 

“Blessed is the one who reads aloud the 
words of the prophecy and blessed are those 
who hear and who keep what is written in 
it.” 
The ambo is the place from which the scriptures 
are read, and the Gospel proclaimed. It is the 
table of God’s Word from which the essence of the 
Christian proclamation is made, “Christ is Risen.” 
Because readings from the ambo prepare us for 
the Eucharist, both the ambo and the altar are 
made of the same material, in this case, golden 
Jerusalem limestone. 
 

THE BOOK OF GOSPELS 
“Grouped around the throne were four living 
creatures...The first was like a lion…the 
second like a bull…the third had a human 
face…and the fourth was like an eagle.” 
These four living creatures from the Book of 
revelation have come to represent the four 
evangelists, and their symbols are found on the 
cover of the Book of Gospels, enthroned at the 
front of the ambo, from which the Word of God is 
proclaimed. For the Sunday liturgies, a special 
book of Gospels, with a gold and silver cover is 
used. 
 
Christmas Joy! Christmas Mass Schedule

There will be no choirs, brass or banner ministry.
