FROM THE DESK OF FR. GLASS: 
Discovering the true meaning of Christmas. 
It is the 50th anniversary of A Charlie Brown Christmas, 

which first aired on December 9th, 1965. The sound-track by 
jazz pianist Vince Guaraldi has long been a part of the 
musical background for our family Christmas celebrations. 
The music still sounds surprisingly fresh and contemporary.  

The TV special is a Christmas-time staple and the 
“Charlie Brown Christmas tree” has become a cultural icon. 
In the show, Charlie Brown’s failure at tree shopping is 
redeemed when his scraggly little tree is beautifully 
decorated, but the real story is about discovering the true 
meaning of Christmas. The show ends with this:  

Charlie  Brown:  I  guess  you  were  right  Linus.  I  guess  I 
really don’t know what Christmas  is all about.  Isn’t there 
anyone who knows what Christmas is all about?  

Linus: Sure Charlie Brown, I can tell you what Christmas is 
all about — 

And  there were  in  the  same  country  shepherds 
abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock 
by night. And lo, the angel of the Lord came upon 
them,  and  the  glory  of  the  Lord  shone  around 
them:  and  they were  sore  afraid. And  the  angel 
said unto  them, Fear not,  for behold,  I bring you 
good  tiding  of  great  joy,  which  shall  be  to  all 
people. For unto you is born this day in the city of 
David a Savior, which is Christ the Lord. 

That’s what Christmas is all about, Charlie Brown! 
Yes, Christmas is the celebration of the single most 

important event in the story of mankind: the birth of a child 
in an obscure village in Judea — an event that occurred in 
the silence of God but which is now loudly proclaimed. 

Even if you are not a Christian, you cannot deny that 
this event changed the entire course of human history. The 
intellectual foundation of Western culture is Christianity. 

The historian Cardinal Brandmuller has stated: 
There  is  nothing  that  could  be  truer  than  the  Catholic 
faith —  and wherever  the  Catholic  faith,  Catholic  truth 
and Catholic moral principles are put in action, the world, 
despite all human shortcomings, is put in order. 
St. Paul tells us that the unbeliever sees the Catholic 

faith as foolishness but, for those who believe, it is the 
“power of God and the wisdom of God. For the foolishness 
of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is 
stronger than men.” Faith and reason are the two wings on 
which the human spirit rises to the contemplation of truth. 
And nothing can be truer than the Catholic faith. 

As we celebrate again this year the coming of Jesus into 
the world for the redemption of mankind, we embrace the 
true meaning of Christmas. “For God so loved the world, 
that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him 
should not perish but have eternal life.” Merry Christmas!
