FROM THE DESK OF FR. GLASS:
Mixing religion and politics.

We will soon be marking the 50" anniversary of the
death of Martin Luther King, Jr. Before anything else, King
was a Baptist minister and a pastor; with other black church
leaders he founded the Southern Christian Leadership
Conference. These leaders of the civil rights movement
were immersed in Scripture, and the account of the Hebrew
slavery in Egypt especially resonated in their own lives. In
his final speech, on the eve of his death, King declared:

Like anybody, | would like to live a long life. But I'm
not concerned about that now. | just want to do
God's will. And He's allowed me to go up to the
mountain. And I've looked over. And I've seen the
Promised Land. | may not get there with you. But |
want you to know tonight, that we, as a people, will
get to the promised land!”

Moses led the people of Israel out of Egypt and through
their long years of wandering in the desert. Then, just before
they were finally to cross over the River Jordan, God led
Moses up to the top of Mt. Nebo where he could look over
and see all land that God had promised to them. God said to
him, “I have let you see it with your eyes, but you shall not
cross over there.” Martin Luther King, like Moses, died on
the far side of Jordan, but he had been to the mountaintop.

Was Martin Luther King wrong to mix religion and
politics? No! — not if politics has anything to do with truth
and justice. If politics is about the good of man, then it
cannot ignore the difference between good and evil,
between justice and injustice, between freedom and
oppression. And these are the very things that are at the
heart of the Christian religion. Without religion we have no
moral compass and we are left with no way to judge
between right and wrong. Instead, we are at the mercy of
whatever ideology happens to be in fashion.

It is possible for men of good will to disagree in matters
of politics. An economic conservative believes that the way
to eliminate poverty is to reduce taxation and encourage
private enterprise, while a socialist will argue for increased
taxation and more social welfare. Both, however, believe
that poverty is an evil that must be eradicated; they disagree
only on the best way to achieve that end.

It is entirely different when we come to fundamental
moral issues such as abortion and euthanasia. Like poverty,
good men may disagree regarding the means to eliminate
them. However, the promotion of abortion or euthanasia as
a social “good,” or even as a “right,” is itself unspeakably
evil, regardless of one’s politics, and ought to be abhorred
by every decent human being.

Hannah Arendt referred to the “banality of evil,” when
evil is done “under circumstances that make it well-nigh
impossible for one to know or to feel that he is doing
wrong.” That is life without faith, without religion —
without any way to distinguish between good and evil.
