FROM THE DESK OF FR. GLASS:
Pope Francis: Person of the Year.
For pulling the papacy out of the palace and into the
streets, for committing the world’s largest church to
confronting its deepest needs and for balancing
judgment with mercy, Pope Francis is Time’s 2013 Person
of the Year. — Nancy Gibbs (Time Magazine)

This reminds me of when the New York Times did a
piece on a Catholic monastery that supports itself by selling
dog biscuits. One of the monks commented:

“Some of you have asked why | don’t seem to think that
yesterday’s story was negative. | spent a long time working
in a job where my main task was to understand the mind of
the average Times and New Yorker reader... In the
progressive intellectual frame, there are only three kinds of
Catholics: unaccountable powerful men (who are quite
probably libidinous and nefarious); ignorant and oppressed
masses (preferably with colorful customs and heart-
warming aspirations for self-betterment); and unexpectedly
intelligent and altruistic people who are credits to the race
(or to the religion, as it might be). The best we could hope
for was a credit-to-our-race story, which is largely what we
got... The Times article sold a lot of dog biscuits, which I’'m
off to bake now. That makes it a good article.”

These latest accolades for Pope Francis are of the “credit
to the race” variety. The Time piece praises him for his
simple lifestyle and his sincere compassion: “He has retired
the papal Mercedes in favor of a scuffed-up Ford Focus. ...
When he kisses the face of a disfigured man or washes the
feet of a Muslim woman, the image resonates far beyond
the boundaries of the Catholic Church.”

Pope John Paul Il called our modern western culture “the
culture of death.” Pope Benedict XVI warned us of the
“dictatorship of relativism, that does not recognize anything
as definitive and whose ultimate goal consists solely of
one’s own ego and desires.” In comparison to John Paul and
Benedict, the media approves of the new Pope’s softer
edges: “Francis both affirms traditional teaching on
sexuality and warns that the church has become distracted
by them.” Not surprisingly, what has most strongly
resonated with our modern culture was the Pope’s remark:

“Who am | to judge?”

H. Richard Niebuhr summarized the liberal gospel: “A
God without wrath brought men without sin into a kingdom
without judgment through the ministrations of a Christ
without a Cross.”

Pope Francis will be loved as long as he preaches
compassion, tolerance and inclusiveness. When he preaches
the rest of the gospel, it will be a different story. The
essence of the gospel is not to be mutually tolerant of each
other’s sins, but rather to assist one another to grow in
holiness. As Chesterton said: “I don't need a Church to tell
me | am wrong when | know | am wrong — | need a
Church to tell me I am wrong when I think | am right.”
