A God Problem in “The New York Times™

It is logical inconsistencies [in the concept of God] that

led the 17th-century French theologian Blaise Pascal

to reject reason as a basis for faith and return to the

Bible and revelation. When Pascal died, his servant

found sewn into his jacket the words: “God of

Abraham, God of Isaac, God of Jacob — not of the

philosophers and scholars.” Evidently, Pascal

considered there was more ‘wisdom’ in biblical
revelation than in any philosophical demonstration of

God’s existence and nature, or plain lack thereof. —

In a recent episode of his “Word on Fire” podcast, Bp.
Robert Barron comments on this opinion piece in which the
author claims that the idea of God is “incoherent.” Bp.
Barron does a good job of refuting the fatuous ‘arguments’
put forward, but he doesn’t defend Pascal against the absurd
claim that ‘evidently’ he had abandoned reason for faith.

Pascal (1623-1662) was a brilliant mathematician and
scientist. He is one of the great figures in the *Age of
Enlightenment’, a time of rapid advancements in science,
but also a time of decline in religious faith. At the age of 36,
he had a profound religious experience. He wrote down his
immediate impressions on a scrap of paper which he then
carried with him for the rest of his life. This ‘memorial’
begins: “Fire! God of Abraham, God of Isaac, God of
Jacob, not of the philosophers and of the intellectuals.
Certitude. Feeling. Joy. Peace. God of Jesus Christ!”

Did Pascal ‘reject reason as the basis for faith’? What
complete nonsense! What Pascal rejected was the idea of
God put forward by ‘les philosophes et les savants’, the
philosophers and the intellectuals, for whom God was no
more than a nebulous ‘Supreme Being.” It is this anemic
concept of God that Pascal rejects, and rightly so.

Bp. Barron laments the lack of intellectual depth in
most of our modern atheists. Referring to the famous 1948
radio broadcast of a debate on the existence of God between
Fr. Frederick Copleston and atheist philosopher Bertrand
Russell, he says: “Many of today’s atheists don’t hold a
candle to Russell in terms of logical consistency and rigor
of argumentation. With Russell, you got a debate. With
most of our contemporary atheists, you get a merry-go-
round. The quality of the conversation does injustice to the
significance of its subject.”

Faith is never opposed to reason. Pope John Paul Il
wrote in his encyclical Fides et Ratio, ‘Faith and Reason’:

Faith and reason are like two wings on which the human
spirit rises to the contemplation of truth; and God has
placed in the human heart a desire to know the truth —
in a word, to know himself — so that, by knowing and
loving God, we may also come to the fullness of truth
about ourselves.
