The Easter season is a time for all of the 
baptized  to  join  with  the  newly 
baptized in deepening our grasp on the 
Paschal  Mystery  by  reflecting  on  the 
Gospel, 
 
In  the Church,  the Easter  season  is  the 
normative  time  for  celebrating  the 
Sacraments  of  Initiation  –  Baptism, 
Confirmation  and  Eucharist.    At  Holy 
Family  Parish,  between  May  4th    and 
June  2nd,  we  will  gather  on  fifteen 
occasions  to  celebrate  Confirmation 
with close  to 500 of our young people.
