CELEBRATING BAPTISM

In our parish, we celebrate the sacrament of baptism, the first
sacrament of initiation, with parents and their infant children
throughout the liturgical year.

How wonderful that the
people of God will be enriched by the addition of these little ones
who will grow in God’s love and who, one day, will be nourished
