119. What are the chief supernatural powers that are bestowed on
our souls with sanctifying grace?

The chief supernatural powers that are bestowed on our souls with
sanctifying grace are the three theological virtues and the seven gifts of
the Holy Ghost.

120. Why are these virtues called theological virtues?

These virtues are called theological virtues because they have God for
their proper object.

121. What are the three theological virtues?

The three theological virtues are faith, hope, and charity.

So there abide faith, hope, and charity, these three; but the greatest of
these is charity. (I Corinthians 13:13)

122. What is faith?

Faith is the virtue by which we firmly believe all the truths God has
revealed, on the word of God revealing them, who can neither deceive
nor be deceived.

Blessed are they who have not seen, and yet have believed. (John 20:29)
123. What is hope?

Hope is the virtue by which we firmly trust that God, who is all-powerful
and faithful to His promises, will in His mercy give us eternal happiness
and the means to obtain it.

But hope that is seen is not hope. For how can a man hope for what he
sees? But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it with patience.
(Romans 8:24-25)

124. What is charity?

Charity is the virtue by which we love God above all things for His own
sake, and our neighbor as ourselves for the love of God.

If I should speak with the tongues of men and angels, but do not have
charity, I have become as a sounding brass or a tinkling cymbal. And if [
have prophecy and know all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have
all faith so as to remove mountains, yet do not have charity, I am nothing.
(I Corinthians 13:1-2)

The image of the Mother of God demonstrates the basic
spiritual attitude which corresponds to woman'’s natural
vocation; her relation to her husband is one of obedience,
trust, and participation in his life as she furthers his objective
tasks and personality development; to the child she gives true
care, encouragement, and formation of his God-given talents;
she offers both selfless surrender and a quiet withdrawal
when unneeded. All is based on the concept of marriage and
mother as a vocation from God; it is carried out for God's

sake and under His Guidance.
