"In the name of Jesus every knee 
should bow, of those that are in heaven, on earth and 
under the earth" (Phil 2:10) 

IESOUS HEMETEROS SOTER: Jesus our Savior. Greek title 
found in early Christian inscriptions. 
IESUS HOMINUM SALVATOR: (usual interpretation), 
Jesus Savior of Men. Really a faulty Latin transliteration of 
the first three letters of JESUS in Greek (IHS for IHC). 
JESUS: 
The name Our Lord. It is the Latin form of the Greek Iesous, 
whose Hebrew is Jeshua or Joshua, meaning: Yahweh is 
Salvation. It is the name through which God the Father is to 
be invoked and by which the Apostles worked miracles (Acts 
3, 6). In standard usage the name "Jesus" is applied to the Son 
of Mary, who is also the Son of God; as distinct from "Christ," 
which refers to his Messianic role as the fulfillment of the 
ancient prophecies. 
For bringing the IHS into the center of Catholic devotional 
life Our Lord employed that great apostle of His Holy Name, 
St. Bernardine of Siena. Bernardine was a Franciscan priest 
who, commissioned as a preacher, traveled all over Italy and 
became famous for his wonderful sermons. At that time in 
Italy, conflicts among rival families and factions in cities were 
common.
