JANUARY

Each month of the year is dedicated to a particular
devotion within the Catholic faith; the dedication of
each month is based on historical events or a
particular aspect of the liturgical calendar, or a
combination of the two.
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The month of January is dedicated to the Holy Name
of Jesus. "In the name of Jesus every knee should
bow, of those that are in heaven, on earth and under
the earth" (Phil 2:10). Christ's name is chosen in
heaven, and the Angel Gabriel announces it when he
informs the Blessed Virgin of the incarnation: "Behold
thou shalt conceive in thy womb and shalt bring forth a
son, and thou shalt call his name Jesus". It is a name
that has marvelous implications, for it means "savior."
The very name bespeaks the magnitude of His
mission, His infinite love, a love that will cause Him to
offer Himself up for us.

JANUARY 15- SOLEMNITY OF MARY, MOTHER OF GOD
Today the Church celebrates the
Solemnity of Mary, the Holy Mother of
God, our Lady's greatest title. The title
“Mother of God” goes back to the third
or fourth century, but the Greek term
Theotokos (“The God-bearer”) was
officially consecrated as Catholic doc-
trine at the Council of Ephesus in 431,
thus becoming the first Marian dogma.
