Catechism Corner

59. Why is this sin called original?

This sin is called original because it comes down to us
through our origin, or descent, from Adam.

60. What are the chief punishments of Adam which we
inherit through original sin?

The chief punishments of Adam, which we inherit through
original sin, are: death, suffering, ignorance, and a strong
inclination to sin.

61. Is God unjust in punishing us on account of the sin
of Adam?

God is not unjust in punishing us on account of the sin of
Adam, because original sin does not take away from us
anything to which we have a strict right as human beings,
but only the free gifts which God in His goodness would
have bestowed on us if Adam had not sinned.

62. Was any human person ever preserved from
original sin?

The Blessed Virgin Mary was preserved from original sin in
view of the merits of her Divine Son, and this privilege is
called her Immaculate Conception.

The Catholic Church: Pillar of Fire,
Pillar of Truth

WHETHER or not you are Catholic, you may have
guestions about the Catholic faith. You may have heard
challenges to the Catholic Church’s claim to be the
interpreter and safeguard of the teachings of Jesus Christ.
Such challenges come from door-to-door missionaries who
ask, "Are you saved?”, from peer pressure that urges you to
ignore the Church'’s teachings, from a secular culture that

whispers "There is no God"

You can't deal with these challenges unless you understand
the basics of the Catholic faith.

In Catholicism you will find answers to life’s most troubling
guestions: Why am | here? Who made me? What must |
believe? How must | act? All these can be answered to your
satisfaction, if only you will open yourself to God’s grace,
turn to the Church he established, and follow his plan for
you (John 7:17).

AN UNBROKEN HISTORY

Jesus said his Church would be "the light of the world." He
then noted, "a city set on a hill cannot be hid" (Matt. 5:14).
This means his Church is a visible organization. It must
have characteristics that clearly identify it and that
distinguish it from other churches. Jesus promised, "I will
build my Church and the gates of hell will not prevail against
it" (Matt. 16:18). This means that his Church will never be
destroyed and will never fall away from him. His Church will
survive until his return.

Among the Christian churches, only the Catholic Church
has existed since the time of Jesus. Every other Christian
church is an offshoot of the Catholic Church. The Eastern
Orthodox churches broke away from unity with the pope in
1054. The Protestant churches were established during the
Reformation, which began in 1517. (Most of today’s
Protestant churches are actually offshoots of the original
Protestant offshoots.)

Only the Catholic Church existed in the tenth century, in the
fifth century, and in the first century, faithfully teaching the
doctrines given by Christ to the apostles, omitting nothing.
The line of popes can be traced back, in unbroken
succession, to Peter himself. This is unequaled by any
institution in history.

Even the oldest government is new compared to the
papacy, and the churches that send out door-to-door
missionaries are young compared to the Catholic Church.
Many of these churches began as recently as the
nineteenth or twentieth centuries. Some even began during
your own lifetime. None of them can claim to be the Church
Jesus established.

The Catholic Church has existed for nearly 2,000 years,
despite constant opposition from the world. This is
testimony to the Church’s divine origin. It must be more than
a merely human organization, especially considering that its
human members— even some of its leaders—have been
unwise, corrupt, or prone to heresy.

Any merely human organization with such members would
have collapsed early on. The Catholic Church is today the
most vigorous church in the world (and the largest, with a
billion members: one sixth of the human race), and that is
testimony not to the cleverness of the Church’s leaders, but
to the protection of the Holy Spirit.

Jesus established only one Church, not a collection of
differing churches (Lutheran, Baptist, Anglican, and so on).
The Bible says the Church is the bride of Christ (Eph. 5:23—
32). Jesus can have but one spouse, and his spouse is the
Catholic Church. Jesus promised to guide his Church into
all truth (John 16:12-13). We can have confidence that his
Church teaches only the truth.
