THE CATECHISM CORNER

346. How did Christ institute the Holy Eucharist?

Christ instituted the Holy Eucharist in this way: He took bread,
blessed and broke it, and giving it to His apostles, said: "Take
and eat; this is My body"; then He took a cup of wine, blessed
it, and giving it to them, said: "All of you drink of this; for this
is My blood of the new covenant which is being shed for many
unto the forgiveness of sins"; finally, He gave His apostles the
commission: "Do this in remembrance of Me."

And having taken bread, he gave thanks and broke it, and gave
it to them, saying, "This is my body, which is being given for
you; do this in remembrance of me." In like manner he took
also the cup after the supper, saying, "This cup is the new
covenant in my blood, which shall be shed for you." (Luke
22:19-20)

347. What happened when Our Lord said: "This is My
body . . . this is My blood"?

When Our Lord said, "This is My body," the entire substance
of the bread was changed into His body; and when He said,
"This is My blood," the entire substance of the wine was
changed into His blood.

348. Did anything of the bread and wine remain after
their substance had been changed into Our Lord's body
and blood?

After the substance of the bread and wine had been changed
into Our Lord's body and blood, there remained only the
appearances of bread and wine.

Who then shall separate us from the love of Christ?
Shall tribulation? or distress? or famine? or
nakedness? or danger? or persecution? or the
sword? (As it is written: For thy sake we are put to
death all the day long. We are accounted as sheep
for the slaughter.) But in all these things we
overcome, because of Him that hath loved us. For |
am sure that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor
principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor
things to come, nor might, nor height, nor depth,
nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us
from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our
Lord.
