        The Catechism Corner 
 
366. What is Holy Communion? 
Holy Communion is the receiving of Jesus Christ in the 
sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. 
He who eats my flesh, and drinks my blood, abides in 
me and I in him. (John 6:57) 
 
367. What is necessary to receive Holy Communion 
worthily? 
To receive Holy Communion worthily it is necessary to be 
free from mortal sin, to have a right intention, and to obey 
the Church's laws on the fast required before Holy 
Communion out of reverence for the body and blood of Our 
Divine Lord. However, there are some cases in which Holy 
Communion may be received without fasting. 
Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks the cup of 
the Lord unworthily, will be guilty of the body and the 
blood of the Lord. (I Corinthians 11:27) 
 
368. Does he who knowingly receives Holy 
Communion in mortal sin receive the body and blood 
of Christ and His graces? 
He who knowingly receives Holy Communion in mortal sin 
receives the body and blood of Christ; but he does not 
receive His graces and he commits a grave sin of sacrilege.
