Dear Friends: 
 
“I believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary 
….” We say these words Sunday after Sunday, and whenever we profess the Apostles’ Creed.  
 
Christmas is about Christ – His birth in Bethlehem, His encounter with the shepherds, with the Magi, and with 
Anna and Simeon – and our personal encounter with Him! During this Year of Faith, we reflect more intensely on 
that encounter, so that we might Rediscover the Joy of what it means for our lives.

It is also a time to be generous 
toward others who may not be so blessed – so that the life of each one and of all might be nurtured and supported – 
and together we might turn to the Author of Life and give profound thanks.
