In January 2016 parishioners of Regina Mundi were asked to assist the Sisters of St. Joseph to support a refugee
family coming from Myanmar (formerly Burma). The Sisters and their associates had raised the monies needed to
offer resettlement to this family. Many parishioners donated furnishings and clothing to this family to assist in their
successful adjustment to Canada. Many continue to offer emotional support as the family settles in Hamilton.

In April, the parish leaders decided that our parish could raise funds and work with the Diocese of Hamilton and
the Government of Canada to assist another refugee family. The gold envelopes in the pews were dedicated to
this purpose. To date, $6,500 has been raised. We are very grateful for your donations and commitment to this
cause.

Our Refugee Sponsorship Committee would now like to appeal for a larger one time donation to allow us to
finalize this project in hopes of welcoming a refugee family within the next year. Due to extensive vetting of
refugees, the process of resettlement is lengthy. However, our intent to support a family cannot be recognized
until we have raised sufficient funds. Our goal of $30,000 would ensure that a family of 4 or 5 would be offered

resettlement.
