So, it became time to dig into all of the closets and store rooms and take an inventory of what 
was actually there. Once everything was sorted, it became time to figure out what projects to tackle 
and how those materials could be used to complete those outstanding projects.  
 
The next step is to take action! The Outer Narthex walls suffered some water damage a few years 
back . . .
